Class Rules

3. Hand in homework on time in the appropriate tray.

5. Homework must have the correct heading or you will lose 5 points from your assignment.

Consequences
If you break a rule:

1st warning.  (There is no warning for repeated, intentional, or blatant infractions.)

2 warnings = removal from classroom, hall conference with ME, return to class
3 warnings = removal from room, referral, and parent contact.

Repeated or serious infractions may result in an instant referral and phone call to parents.

Daily Routine

1. Everyday there will be a warm-up; you should immediately begin work on it when you enter the room. (left side of notebook)

2. When you are finished with the warm-up, you should prepare yourself for our discussion or activity.  

3. 3-Ring Notebook

a. Need to take notes (right side) and complete the notebook exactly as you are instructed.

b. Will be checked at random times for completion (pop notebook checks).

c. Will be handed in the day of the test.

d. Test questions are taken from notes, class discussions, worksheets, and projects.

4. Daily Participation Points

a. 5 points per day for full participation; Out-Of-School-Suspension results in a zero.

b. Participates in activities, class discussions, or is on task the entire class period.
c. Bring all materials to class.
Assignments

1. Quality.  On all assignments, Quality is Job #1.  Our goal is to always produce quality work, the kind of work that will be required when you enter the work force as an adult.  Any work that does not meet your level of performance will be handed back to redo only once.

2. Heading.  Use the following heading in the upper right corner of your paper:

Not writing the heading in its entirety will result in a loss of 5 points.

3. Due Date.  Assignments are due when called for on the due date.  It is always better to hand in an assignment late than not turn it in at all.  Assignments that are turned in late will receive no greater than a 60%.  A late unit assignment will not be accepted after the unit test.  Students will be reminded of any missing work before the test day, and all missing assignments will need to be turned in no later than the test day.  

Students absent—EXCLUDING SCHEDULED SCHOOL EVENTS— when an assignment is assigned will have until the following class period to hand in the assignment.  Any tests will be taken immediately upon your return.  

SCHOOL EVENTS--  If you are going to be gone for sports or any school event, it is your responsibility to get your assignments for the day you will miss before you are gone.  Assignments that are due on the day you will be absent are due BEFORE you leave for the event.
If you are gone for an excused extended period of time or have other extenuating circumstances, discuss the situation with me to make alternative arrangements. 

4. Missing Assignments.  Students who complete their assignments usually do well in school.  Because I want you to succeed, I routinely notify you, as well as parents or guardians of missing assignments.
Tardy Policy

· Students will be marked tardy if they are not sitting in their seat when the bell rings.
Hall Pass Policy

1. Permission to leave the room is always the teacher’s option.

2. Students will be allowed a restroom/drink break sometime during the period at the discretion of the teacher.
Tests

1. Written Materials

· All books and other materials must be closed and stored under tables or desks during tests unless otherwise specified.

2. Silence during Tests—Talking or noise may result in a loss of points or a zero.

3. Make-up Tests

· Tests are scheduled well in advance.  

· If you are absent on test day, you will know we are taking a test in your absence.  

· You will be expected to make up the test immediately upon your return to school.  

· You will have to take the test during advisor.
4. No “F” Policy on Tests

· Students who receive an “F” on a test will be required to retake the test during another advisor time scheduled by the teacher.
· Retakes will receive no greater than an 80%.
Grading Criteria

1. Grades are based on TOTAL points.  
2. All projects are to be taken seriously.  

3. One project might be work 200 points and a test may be worth 100 points.  

4. I let you know how much each project/assignment is worth the day assigned.  

5. A rubric will be with the project Assignment Sheet to let you know how to earn the best grade possible.
