ASSIGNMENTS
Assignments will be due at the beginning of class the next time we meet and you will need your full name, course, and hour written on the top of the page.  If it is not turned in you will receive a zero for that assignment.  If your assignment is only partially completed please hand it in because I will give you credit for what is done. 
Bring a pencil, pen, paper, and your book to class everyday.  I will not accept any assignments done in ink.  You are expected to have neat papers with your work shown and answers circled. 

Makeup assignments will be due within 2 class periods from the day you missed on all excused absents.  Also if you miss my class for activities or known doctor appointments, you are responsible for turning in your assignment before you leave and getting your assignment for the next class period.

Zap Card:  You will be required to fill out a zap card for the following:


       1)  Not handing in an assignment on the due date or scoring less than 50% on incomplete work

       2) Not making up a test or quiz when you are absent by the assigned date

BEHAVIOR - EXPECTATIONS
