Local Scholarship Descriptions

American Legion Post #260 Scholarship (One $100 - $200 award)
Available to students planning to secure a 2/4 year degree, technical certificate, or specialization diploma at an approved university, college, or technical/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement (minimum 2.5 cumulative gpa), financial need, community/school Involvement/contributions, and a prepared essay.
Downtown Dental Group Healthcare Scholarship (One $200 award/renewable one year)
Dr. Daniel M. Winter is the principal dentists of the Downtown Dental Group Practice located in Manhattan, Ks., and he believes the need for quality healthcare in the future is critical. Rural Kansas is facing demised services and in some areas including the loss of quality healthcare as a result of declining and shifting population trends. As a leader in the healthcare profession, Dr. Winter is committed to assisting our communities in reversing this disturbing trend. Reversing this can be accomplished by encouraging qualified high school graduates to enter healthcare related fields, and in turn, hopefully return to their respective communities.
The Downtown Dental Group Healthcare Scholarship is designed for those Rock Creek High School graduating seniors planning to enter a health care field. Applicants must have earned a minimum 2.50 cumulative grade point average in order to apply. One $200 scholarship will be payable to a deserving student (the scholarship is renewable for a second year) assuming the student earns a minimum 2.50 gpa over the course of their initial year of post-secondary study. Scholarship recipients are asked to forward an academic transcript to the Downtown Dental Group office, following their initial year of post-secondary study to verify the minimum gpa requirement and renew the scholarship.
Eugene Plummer Memorial Scholarship (one $200 - $250 award)

Available to senior FFA members who’ve earned a minimum 2.5 cumulative gpa and are planning to further their education in an agricultural related field.
Express Employment Professionals Scholarship (one $250 award)

Available to students pursuing associate of applied science degrees or technical certificates at designated universities, technical/community colleges, or vocational/proprietary schools.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement and financial need.
FCCLA Scholarship (number/amount of awards vary annually)

Available to seniors who’ve been active members of FCCLA and accumulated a minimum 2.5 cumulative gpa.   Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, FCCLA involvement/leadership, citizenship, and a prepared essay.
FFA Alumni Scholarship (variable number of $100 awards)   
Available to senior FFA members who’ve earned a minimum 2.5 cumulative gpa.  Preference extended to those applicants whose parents are FFA Alumni members.
James Calvin Magnett Memorial Scholarship (one $250 award)

Created in memory of James Calvin Magnett, the JCMM Scholarship is intended for those students planning to attend two or four year colleges to pursue either agricultural related or teacher education degrees.  
Michael D. Vaughan Memorial Scholarship (one $150 award)

Mike Vaughan was an energetic and enthusiastic supporter of both scholastic and athletic achievement by the students of the Rock Creek school district.  Mike served as a member of the Board of Education for the school district, a coach for multiple youth programs within the school district, and above all, a parent that promoted the development of balanced young men and women through the combination of education and athletics.
Mike believed that the leadership skills and self-confidence developed in athletics was a key supplement to the life skills that young adults acquire in the classroom.  Along with strong family values, these skills are, above all, what Mike wanted for all young people within the Rock Creek school district and elsewhere.  

Unfortunately, Mike Vaughan was the victim of a fatal automobile accident in the summer of 2003, at the age of 45, while driving home from work.

This scholarship fund was established by Mike’s family and friends, who wished to continue Mike’s legacy of support and encouragement for the development of responsible young adults in the Rock Creek school district.

The scholarship is intended to assist students planning to further their education at any post-secondary school, including universities, private/community/technical colleges, and vocational/proprietary schools.
Raymond Scritchfield Memorial Scholarship (two $500 awards)
This scholarship is in memory of Raymond (Scritch or Coach) Scritchfield, a former teacher-coach at St. George Jr/Sr High School, and with consolidation of St. George and Westmoreland Jr/Sr High Schools, a character teacher-coach at Rock Creek High School.
A gifted teacher-coach, who cared deeply about his students, he gave them the best he had, asking only in return that they believe in themselves, secure an education so they could choose their life’s work, be a good person, respect mankind the worldover, and one day leave the world a better place than they found it.
He suffered a fatal heart attack, at age 45 on May 26, 1992, while enrolling for a summer course at his alma mater, Kansas State University.

The Raymond Scritchfield Memorial Scholarship is a gift from Raymond’s parents and family to Rock Creek High School, and will be without end.  It will be administered by Rock Creek High School with the help of a selection committee composed of the USD 323 Superintendent, a USD 323 Principal, a USD 323 Board Member and a patron from the district.  Selection will be made from the applications received each spring, beginning with the class of 1993.

The scholarships are available to those seniors having earned a minimum 2.0 cumulative gpa who plan to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to financial need, academic achievement, school/community involvement, work history, and a prepared essay.
Raymond Scritchfield Wrestling Scholarship (one variable amount award)

This scholarship is in memory of Raymond (Scritch or Coach) Scritchfield, a former teacher-coach at St. George Jr/Sr High School,and with consolidation of St. George and Westmoreland Jr/Sr High Schools, a character teacher-coach at Rock Creek High School.

Raymond suffered a fatal heart attack, at age 45 on May 26, 1992, while enrolling for a summer course at his alma mater, Kansas State University.

Raymond hoped to start a wrestling program at Rock Creek in order to provide an alternative winter sport for those students not participating in basketball.  After his death, his parents donated the finances to begin what is today the RCHS Wrestling Program.

The Raymond Scritchfield Wrestling Scholarship is a gift from his parents and family to Rock Creek High School, and will be without end.  It will be administered by Rock Creek High School with the help of a selection committee, which includes the high school head wrestling coach.  Selection will be made from applications received each spring, beginning with the class of 2001.
The scholarship is available to seniors in good academic standing who’ve participated in high school wrestling for a minimum of 3 years and plan to further their education at a university,  2 or 4 year/ private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to commitment to the sport and team, leadership through example/work ethic, sportsmanship, commitment to post-secondary wrestling, financial need, and a prepared essay.
RCEA Teacher of the Future Scholarship (one $200 award)

Available to students having earned a minimum 2.5 cumulative gpa who are planning to pursue teacher education degrees at designated universities or 2/4 year colleges.  

Rock Creek Booster Club Scholarship (number/amount of awards vary annually)

The Rock Creek Booster Club Scholarship is a gift from the boosters of Rock Creek High School.  It will be administered by Rock Creek High School with the help of a selection committee composed of Rock Creek Booster Club members from the district.  

The scholarships are available to students whose parent/guardian has been a member of the RCHS Booster Club throughout the applicant’s high school career. Also, applicants must have earned a minimum 2.0 cumulative gpa and are planning  to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/community college, or vocational/proprietary school.   Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, school/community activities, work experience, and a prepared essay.
Rock Creek Kids Wrestling Scholarship (multiple $100 awards)

This scholarship is being sponsored by the Rock Creek Kids Wrestling Club for wrestlers that have given of their time and talents to further the sport of Wrestling. 
 The award is available to seniors planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/ technical college, or vocational/proprietary school who have participated in high school wrestling for 4 years and been involved with the Rock Creek Kids Wrestling Club, either as a participant or assistant coach, for a minimum of 2 years.  Applicants will be judged according to commitment to the sport/ team, leadership through example/work ethic, sportsmanship, commitment to post-secondary wrestling, and a prepared essay.
Rock Creek Student Council Scholarship (number/amount of awards vary annually)

Available to seniors having served as a member of STUCO for a minimum of one year who are planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, school/community activities/honors, and a prepared essay.

Tindall Orthodontic Scholarship (one $250 award)

Available to students having earned a minimum 3.0 cumulative gpa who are planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school to pursue dental/medical field studies.    Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, math/science proficiencies, school/community activities/awards, and a prepared essay.
Troy Ebert Memorial Scholarship (one variable amount award)
Available to students having earned a minimum 2.0 cumulative gpa and participated in at least two sports for at least two years who are planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will also be judged according to their leadership qualities demonstrated via sports involvement.
Wayne Dunafon Memorial Scholarship (one variable amount award)
Created in memory of Wayne Dunafon, this scholarship is available to students planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, school/community activities/awards, and a prepared essay.

Westmoreland High School Alumni Scholarship (number/amount of awards vary annually)

Established in 1988, the awards are intended to recognize the efforts of deserving graduates planning to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/private/technical college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, financial need, and a prepared essay.
Brill Westmoreland Scholarship (number/amount of awards vary annually)

Established from the estate of Alice Brill, this scholarship is intended to assist deserving students seeking to further their education at a university, 2 or 4 year/technical/community college, or vocational/proprietary school.  Applicants will be judged according to academic achievement, school/community involvement, work history, financial need, and a prepared essay.
