CLASSROOM RULES

1. All students should show respect for themselves, others and property.  Disrespectful  behavior to teachers, staff or other 
     students  will not be tolerated.

2.  Profanity  is not to be tolerated in the classroom or any other part of the building.  I WILL NOT allow cursing in any      form, put downs or name calling directed to other students.

3.  Disruptive noise or behavior will not be tolerated.

4.  All tardies after the third tardy will result in 2 hours detention.  On the tenth tardy, parents will be asked to attend a             meeting concerning tardies. Leaving class to get supplies, books, etc. will count as a tardy.
5.  Sleeping in class will not be tolerated and will be recorded as a tardy.  (Classroom Rule #4.)  I will assume that a                student is sleeping if his/her head is down and eyes are closed.  A referral will be given each time you are told to get          your head up.

6.  Students will follow all additional rules for individual teachers.

7.  Leave equipment, supplies, etc. alone that do not belong to you.  Do not use other students supplies without their              permission. 

8.  Do not sit or put your feet on the desktop, module furniture, etc.  

9.  The teachers desk, chair, stool, and file cabinets are off limits to students.  

10 When you leave the room, push the chair under the table, throw away trash that you have generated, return items to             their proper place.  In other words, be responsible for yourself.

11. Students are to be in the classroom when the bell rings.  At the end of the class period, students are to 
      remain in their seat until the bell rings for dismissal.
Students are to come to class prepared to learn.  Students who interfere with (1) the education of other students or (2) my ability to teach will not be tolerated.

DISCIPLINE PLAN  (Pages 23 - 24 in Student Handbook)
The schools Discipline Plan will be followed using the verbal warning, first, second, third and fourth report procedure and Immediate Disciplinary Action Plan.
Students must get permission to leave the classroom to go to their locker, to the restroom, the office, counselor, etc. In order to leave the classroom, a student will need to have his/her agenda book.  If you need to report to another teacher you need to have your agenda book signed by the teacher prior to the class period.
INSUBORDINATION (Page 28 in Student Handbook)
Failure to comply with a reasonable request of a teacher or administrator, or any other purposeful or outward defiance of authority and/or regulations governing U.S.D. 322 will result in suspension.

HARASSMENT (Page 28 in Student Handbook) HAZING (Page 27)

Harassment of any kind will not be tolerated and will result in a referral.
ATTENDANCE  (Pages 18 - 19 in Student Handbook)
UNEXCUSED ABSENCES (Page 17 in Student Handbook)
EACH DAY THAT A STUDENT IS PRESENT IN CLASS IS WORTH 20 POINTS.
*Students who receive an unexcused absence will receive no credit for class or homework missed and a 15% penalty on any tests missed, but is expected to make up the work missed.  (p. 18 in Student Handbook)
When absent, it is the students responsibility to get assignments missed, and turned in to be graded within the assigned amount of time to complete.  You are to use Advisory period or the first 10 minutes of the first class period of the day to get missed assignments. Assignments are to be completed by the next time the class meets, unless other wise stated by the teacher.  If tests are not made up by the next class period, a 10% deduction per class period will result.
Excused absences are to be made up in the following manner:

1.  Summarize units discussed from the text, or by completing the end of Chapter questions. 

2.  Summarize a magazine article relating to the days subject matter (in written form with the magazine articles date and         page number, or a copy of the article).

3.  Complete the worksheet, assignment or test completed in class.  Credit will not be given if the work is completed while      class is in session.  The worksheet must be handed in by the next class meeting for credit.  If not handed in, the

     Daily Grade points are recorded as a 0.
4.  Complete an extra out-of-class assignment approved by the teacher.

5.  Food Labs* are to be completed at home with a summary and evaluation of the activity completed in an assigned time
     period.  *(due to cost of lab supplies)

TARDIES   page 28 in the Student Handbook

If another teacher or the office is responsible for your being tardy, bring an Excused Pass with you or a pass written in your agenda book or have an E-mail message sent.  If sent by E-Mail you must tell me.  You will not be allowed to return to get a pass.  The tardy will be recorded as an Unexcused Tardy resulting in a loss of 10 Daily Points.  Use of restroom facilities during the class period will be considered as a tardy if this right of use is abused.  You are tardy if you are not seated in the classroom when the bell rings. (Hall Passes pg. 27)

NOTEBOOK
Notebooks will be provided for each student working in the modules.  The notebook is to stay in the classroom at all times and will be kept on the shelf of the assigned module.  All handouts, worksheets, tests, etc are to be kept in chronological order, starting from back to front.

Each student is expected to come to class prepared to take notes, complete worksheets, tests, lab reports, etc.  Not completing the work assigned will be considered insubordination and will fall under the discipline plan.  Coming without something to write with will be treated as an unexcused tardy.  (lead pencil, blue and black ink only.)  Gel pens are NOT acceptable for work handed in.
Each student is expected to come to class prepared to take notes, complete worksheets, tests, lab reports, etc.  Not completing the work assigned will be considered insubordination and will fall under the discipline plan.  Notebooks are to be left in the classroom in the bookcase by the door. Not having your notebook or something to write with will be treated as an unexcused tardy.  Blue or black ink only.  Gel pens are NOT acceptable for work handed in for a grade. I prefer students to use a pencil when taking a test.

FIRE/FIRE DRILL (Page 27 in Student Handbook)
Students in the Family and Consumer Science classes are to exit the building through the south doors in the east hallway.  You are to remain at the edge of the parking lot curb until signaled to return to the building classroom.
