AP Biology is an extensive and rigorous biology course.  AP Biology students are expected to pay for and take the AP Exam in the spring. (Early May) The test cost is approximately $92.00*. Comprehensive assessments will be given by use of multiple choice and free response questions, similar to the AP exam.  Students are expected to follow the student handbook
