ASSIGNMENTS & CLASS MATERIALS
1. Daily assignments must be handed in on time. If they are late, you will receive 60% or less. You have one week to turn in late assignments. After that, you will receive no credit. Assignments are due in the correct basket at the beginning of the hour unless told otherwise.
