Dear Parent(s):

Your child is currently receiving services through the Title 1 math program.  While receiving services from Mrs. Loewen, a nylon bag will come home each evening.  Inside the bag, you will find a few math problems to work on with your child. Occasionally, you will find other homework or notes in the bag as well.
  
Daily assigned math practice:  
Accelerated math (AM) practices are due every Tuesday and Friday. But in order to stay on top of the assignment, students will be required to complete a few problems of the practice each night.  Hopefully this will eliminate any late nights and rushed practices.  For each passing practice, your child will get to roll a dice to earn points for a reward.  

Flashcards:
Additionally, flashcards might be sent home in the nylon bags. This will be for students who need an extra boost in the recall of their basic facts. Please practice the flashcards with your child regularly to ensure mastery. Students will also be practicing math facts during class.   All together this homework shouldn’t take more than about 15-20 minutes.

Redos:
In the event that your child doesn’t pass their AM practice or test with a 70% or higher, a redo will be sent home with problems marked for correction.  Please assist your child in correcting these items.  If you notice your child is still struggling in a certain area, please send me a note or email. It’s my job to help!

What else will my child do during math time with Mrs. Loewen?

Each day we will be doing a variety of activities to boost math competency.  Activities include basic skills practice and review, as well as working on real-life story problems.
